2)  Minutes: (MSC Anne,  Tom) to approve the minutes of 7/27/06.
3)  Financial Report:  Iana distributed the July 2006 Financial Report showing a beginning working balance of $88,216.98 with deposits of $7,138.44 (including interest); disbursements of $9,937.14; working ending balance $85,418.28. Starting balance for the Mini for Mendo Campaign $101,010.64 with deposits of $14,300.16 (including interest), disbursements of $3,618.66 with a working ending balance of $111,692.14.

4)  Correspondence:  Digging Dog Nursery offered MUSE a 10/7/06 wine tasting event fund raiser (MUSE to obtain ABC permit for wine tasting, volunteer with pouring and receive all wine tasting proceeds). Request by Pura Vida for MUSE to run bar at a 10/28/06 dance. (MUSE to obtain ABC permit, operate and receive all bar proceeds.)

5)  Pura Vida Event: (MSC Cal, Annette) to run bar, obtain liquor license for 10/28/06 event. Deirdre, Annette and Tom to be subcommittee to work with Margi Gomez.

6)  Digging Dog:  Matter continued to 9/28 agenda in order to research insurance and permit concerns. [Subsequent e-mail vote]

7)  Mendocino Music Festival Meeting:  To be held on 9/26/06 to discuss cooperative efforts for One More Night/Save the Music Program.

8)  Chorus Boosters:  Request to use our 501(c)(3) non-profit status. Per Superintendent Stone matter referred back to MUSD to determine issue and exact proposal.

Anne requested that out of consideration for the MUSD Board that we directly advise them of our position to avoid any misunderstanding.
